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Building of Oasis of
the Seas

Oasis of the Seas was ordered in February
2006 and named “Project Genesis”. Her keel
was laid down on 12 November 2007 at STX
Europe in Turku, Finland. The name Oasis of the
Seas was the result from a competition held to
find a name. Oasis is 225,282 tons and to
displace the volume of water necessary for the
ship to float, and to keep the ship stable the
designers created a wide hull. About 9 metres
of the ship sits beneath the water.
After the handover to Royal Caribbean on 28
October 2009 Oasis of the Seas departed
Finland for the United States and when exiting
the Baltic Sea, the vessel passed underneath
the Great Belt Fixed Link in Denmark (See photo
Page 3). The bridge has a clearance of 65
metres above the water and Oasis normally has
an air draft of 72 metres. The passage under
the bridge was made possible due to retraction
of the telescoping funnels, and an additional
30 cm was gained by the squat effect.
Approaching the bridge at 20 knots the ship
passed under it with less than 60cm of
clearance.
